ORDER 
 
 The petitioner had filed the petition under section 86 (1) (f) of the Electricity Act, 

2003 read with Commission’s Conduct of Business Regulations, 2015, seeking the 

following prayer in the petition. 

“To declare that the action of the respondents in not paying the interest on the 

delayed payments on the bills raised from the petitioner’s 6 MW capacity 

biomass power project to be arbitrary, illegal and contrary to Article 5.2 of the 

PPA and consequently direct the respondents to pay Rs. 31,26,772/- interest 

on late payment.”  

 
2. On 15.03.2021 the counsel for petitioner represented that he may be permitted 

to withdraw the petition with a liberty to approach the Commission as and when 

required. The representative of the respondents did not object to the same. 

Accordingly, the Commission acceded to the request of the petitioner.  

 
3. Permission is accorded for withdrawal of the petition with a liberty to approach 

the Commission, if so advised. No costs.
